Suggested topics for investigation

How can oral histories complement the text books?

What do the oral histories reveal about:
· ethnic cleansing
· the use of military force to defend human rights
· the reception of Kosovar refugees in the UK
· faith based organisations
· being a witness in a war crimes trial
How is historical memory recorded? 

What information is provided in the Bogujevcis (Selatin/Jehona, Saranda and Fatos), Paresh Patel, Bruce Thompson, Pam Dawes and Bekim Blakaj recordings about justice in a post-conflict society? 

What do the recordings reveal about transitional justice?

Which historical sources are relevant to a study of Balkans history and refugee history? 

Are judicial facts about war crimes valued in historiography? Is there a delay before judicial facts are absorbed into teaching materials? If so, can this be overcome? 

Can we teach for reconciliation?

The Kosovo Memory Book documents 13,517 people who were killed or went missing between January 1998 and December 31, 2000 including civilians and members of the armed forces. The data show that 10,415 Albanians, 2,197 Serbs and 528 Roma, Bosniaks and other non-Albanians were killed or went missing over that period. HLC used two methods to build the database; taking down statements and verifying the data by comparing with other sources.
